MINUTES OF THE PROCEEDINGS OF THE
SPECIAL COUNCIL MEETING OF THE

Tuesday, August 14, 2012 – 5:30 p.m.

The Council of the City of Whittemore, Iowa, met in Special Session on Tuesday, August 14, 2012 at 5:30 p.m. in the Chambers of City Hall with Mayor Elbert presiding.  Council members present were Simonson, Fraser, Johnson, Brownell and Lancaster.  Members absent:  none.  Others in attendance included Bryan Meyer.

There were no citizens present to be heard during the “Public Comments” portion of the meeting.

Council entered into CLOSED SESSION at 5:35 p.m. to discuss “Municipal Employee Hiring” and to “Set Salaries for Fiscal Year 2012-2013”.  

Council returned to OPEN SESSION at 7:00 p.m.  

Council reviewed all applications from persons interested in the “General Laborer” position with the City of Whittemore.  Three applicants will be contacted to interview for the job.  Another “Special Meeting” is scheduled to be held on Friday, August 31, 2012 beginning at 5:00 p.m. to conduct said interviews with selected candidates.  
Council also set salaries for fiscal year 2012-2013.  Motion was made by Fraser and seconded by Lancaster that the following wages be paid to municipal employees and staff as follows:  Mike Elbert to remain at annual wage of $47,561.  Council offered him an “Early Out” retirement with severance pay (effective September 28, 2012), pending final details for Elbert can be worked out with the Iowa Public Employees’ Retirement System.  Bryan Meyer to remain at $16.50 per hour with 120 hrs. vacation and full-time employee benefits; Linda K. Farrell to receive $14.38 per hour with 160 hrs. vacation and full-time employee benefits; and Andi Thompson to receive $10.49 per hour with 20 hrs. vacation.  If the Clerk so chooses, motion to include approval of Farrell ordering/purchasing five summer and five winter shirts embroidered with “City of Whittemore” for wear during working hours at City Hall.   Roll was called and vote was as follows, AYES:  Simonson, Fraser, Johnson, Brownell and Lancaster.  NAYS:  none.  Motion carried.
There being no further business to come before the Council, Mayor Elbert declared the August 14, 2012 Special Meeting adjourned at 7:00 p.m.
