MINUTES OF THE PROCEEDINGS OF THE

SPECIAL COUNCIL MEETING OF THE

CITY OF WHITTEMORE, IOWA

Friday, August 31, 2012 – 5:00 p.m.

The Council of the City of Whittemore, Iowa, met in Special Session on Friday, August 31, 2012 at 5:00 p.m. in the Chambers of City Hall with Mayor Elbert presiding.  Council members present were Simonson, Fraser, Johnson, Brownell and Lancaster.  Members absent:  none.  Others in attendance included James Zinnel and Bryan Meyer.
There were no citizens present to be heard during the “Public Comments” portion of the meeting.

Council entered into CLOSED SESSION at 5:03 p.m. to conduct a “Municipal Worker” candidate interview as current Supt. Mike Elbert will be retiring on September 26, 2012 and Bryan Meyer was named as Elbert’s replacement during a Special Council Meeting on Wednesday, January 25, 2012.   Council returned to OPEN SESSION at 5:37 p.m.  After further discussion motion was made by Brownell and seconded by Johnson to offer the open municipal worker position to James Zinnel, who lives at 210 Fourth Street here in Whittemore.   Vote was all AYES; motion carried.  Mr. Zinnel to be offered an “Employment Package” by the City of Whittemore for his review and, should he decide to accept the job, his signature.
Resolution No. 2012-14 was then introduced; a Resolution Amending Procedural Rules for Citizen Involvement in City Council Meetings in Whittemore, Iowa.  Previously adopted Resolution No. 2009-09 has been revised to meet today’s standards.  Motion was made by Brownell and seconded by Lancaster to adopted Resolution No. 2012-14.  Roll was called and vote was as follows, AYES:  Simonson, Fraser, Johnson, Brownell and Lancaster.  NAYS:  none.  Whereupon Mayor Elbert declared Resolution No. 2012-14 duly adopted. 

Upon motions by Simonson and Brownell and by unanimous vote of the Council, the Class E Liquor License (LE), Class B Wine Permit (Carryout Wine), and Class C Beer Permit (Carryout Beer) – All License Number LE0002020 – by Whittemore Water Works, LLC, ThuLords was renewed.  

The Council reviewed written information from Sue Frideres of Farm & Home Insurance pertaining to city-owned building hail damage claims from the storm on Friday, July 13, 2012.
Council heard of a request by Karla and Tony Grandgenett of 406 Kossuth Street asking that the City develop some sort of plan for angle parking in the south business alley between the addresses of 407 and 413 Broad Street.  The Grandgenetts have had two vehicles struck and their neighbors to the west, Ernest and Renee Graves, Jr., have also had a vehicle damaged by patrons leaving Pitchers.  Their main concern, though, is the safety of their children.  They suggest one-way angle parking so that anyone wishing to park in the alley must enter from the east and exit to the west.  The Council discussed the request and state they have no problem assigning angle parking, but they do not feel it should be restricted to “one way”.   Motion was then made by Simonson and seconded by Fraser that municipal workers paint a solid yellow line along the south alley and post “NO PUBLIC PARKING IN ALLEY” signs at both ends of the roadway.  Vote was all AYES; motion carried.  
There being no further business to come before the Council, Mayor Elbert declared the Friday, August 31, 2012 Special Council Meeting adjourned at 5:50 p.m.
