Tuesday, January 10, 2012 – 5:30 P.M.
The Council of the City of Whittemore, Iowa, met in special session on Tuesday, January 10, 2012 at 5:30 P.M. in the Chambers of City Hall with Mayor Elbert presiding.  Members present were Simonson, Fraser, Johnson, Brownell and Lancaster.  Members absent:  none.  Others in attendance for all or a portion of the meeting included Bryan Meyer.
There were no citizens present to be heard during the “Public Comments” portion of this meeting.

Councilman Johnson reported he has found information regarding companies and individuals who work with switchgear similar to that being used in our Light Plant.  He also stated an individual from Pennsylvania will be in Algona in the near future to examine the equipment in their light plant and he presented the idea to the Council that this same individual possibly be asked to inspect the City of Whittemore’s Light Plant switch board.  

Clerk Farrell reported the paint on the floor and walls of the downstairs Men’s restroom at the Community Center is beginning to peel.  Council wondered about using the Pool’s left-over cement paint at the Community Center to take care of the problem and having the municipal employees provide the labor; Mayor to discuss the problem with Supt. Elbert.
