Wednesday, January 18, 2012 – 5:30 P.M.
The Council of the City of Whittemore, Iowa, met in special session on Wednesday, January 18, 2012 at 5:30 P.M. in the Chambers of City Hall with Mayor Elbert presiding.  Members present were Simonson, Johnson, Brownell and Lancaster.  Members absent:  Fraser.  Others in attendance for all or a portion of the meeting included Rick Chada.

There were no citizens present to be heard during the “Public Comments” portion of this meeting.

Councilman Simonson reported City attorney Brian Thul is in the process of deeding the former Elbert’s Hardware building to interested parties; all bills associated with the building have been paid by said parties and they are current with the city. Final paperwork will be accomplished in the near future during a regular council meeting.

The Mayor and Council entered into CLOSED SESSION at 5:45 p.m. to continue discussion of hiring to fill the Working Superintendent position that will be open as of December 31, 2012. Following said discussion and the preparation of a list of questions relating to municipal work, Council interviewed a candidate between 5:50 p.m. and 6:30 p.m.

The Mayor and Council returned to OPEN SESSION at 6:55 p.m. 

It was announced a Special Council Meeting will be held on Wednesday, January 25, 2012 beginning at 5:30 p.m. to continue discussion and possibly finalize issues related to the Working Superintendent position which will be open after December 31, 2012 due to the retirement of current superintendent Michael D. Elbert.
Due to a predicted increase in product price the Council briefly discussed purchasing paint for the swimming pool.  The Clerk was asked to check with area communities to see how often they paint their pools, what type of paint they use, and where they purchase their goods.  Councilman Brownell also spoke of the possibility of installing some type of stretch-in liner for the local pool.

There being no further business to come before the Council, Mayor Elbert declared the January 18, 2012 Special Meeting adjourned at 7:05 p.m.
