MINUTES OF THE PROCEEDINGS OF THE

SPECIAL MEETING OF THE

CITY COUNCIL OF WHITTEMORE, IOWA

Wednesday, January 25, 2012 – 5:30 P.M.
The Council of the City of Whittemore, Iowa, met in special session on Wednesday, January 25, 2012 at 5:30 P.M. in the Chambers of City Hall with Mayor Elbert presiding.  Members present were Simonson, Fraser, Johnson, Brownell and Lancaster.  Members absent:  none.

There were no citizens present to be heard during the “Public Comments” portion of this meeting.

Councilman Brownell questioned whether the utility meters are consistently being read each month or if they are being estimated.  Clerk Farrell assured the Mayor and Council that the utility meters are read each and every month during the year.  Sometimes there are problems with meters, especially this time of the year when moisture can get in behind the glass and cause frost/icing problems in viewing the numbers or dials.  She also stated that if there is a question about a meter reading, staff attempts to get a recheck; if time does not allow such action, a meter is estimated until the next month when it can be adjusted to the correct reading and usage.

Council entered into CLOSED SESSION at 5:38 p.m. to continue discussion of hiring to fill the “Working Superintendent” position with the City of Whittemore which will be open on January 1, 2013 due to the December 31, 2012 retirement of current City Superintendent Michael D. Elbert.

Council returned to OPEN SESSION at 6:45 p.m.  After a lengthy discussion during closed session, motion was made by Fraser and seconded by Brownell to offer the working superintendent position to Bryan E. Meyer, current municipal employee with the City of Whittemore, effective January 1, 2013.  Vote was all AYES; motion carried.  Council also put together an incentive package for Meyer’s promotion and for the now-open General Laborer position.  Once all hiring is complete the Council has determined there will no longer be a need for contract or extra labor.

There being no further business to come before the Council, Mayor Elbert declared the January 25, 2012 special meeting adjourned at 6:50 p.m.
