MINUTES OF THE PROCEEDINGS OF THE

SPECIAL COUNCIL MEETING OF THE

CITY OF WHITTEMORE, IOWA

Monday, July 20, 2015 – 12:00 p.m.

The Council of the City of Whittemore, Iowa, met in Special Session at Noon on Monday, July, 2015 in the Chambers of City Hall at 315 Fourth Street, Whittemore, Iowa with Mayor Daniel J. Elbert presiding.  Council members present were Simonson, Walker and Lancaster.  Members absent:  Schneider and Johnson.  Others in attendance included Supt. Bryan Meyer.

There were no citizens present to be heard during the “Public Comments” portion of this meeting.

Mayor Elbert then proclaimed that a Public Hearing on Plans and Specifications, Proposed Form of Contract, and Estimate of Cost for Electric Substation Work for the City of Whittemore, Iowa, and the Taking of Bids for Construction of Said Work was underway.  The Clerk explained there were six (6) companies bidding the project this second time around; two others arrived by UPS at 1:40 p.m. and they were declined/rejected and “returned to sender” as the deadline to submit bids was 1:30 p.m. on Wednesday, July 15.  At the opening, City staff documented the bid letting and two contractors were in attendance.  
Mayor Elbert declared the Public Hearing closed at 12:08 p.m.   Resolution No. 2015-15; a Resolution Accepting the Plans and Specifications, Proposed Form of Contract, and Estimate of Cost for Electric Substation Work for the City of Whittemore, and the Taking of Bids for Construction of Said Work was introduced.   Per recommendation by project engineer Troy Metzger and staff at DGR Engineering, Rock Rapids, Iowa, motion was made by Simonson and seconded by Walker to award the contract to Primoris AV, Energy & Electrical Construction Corp., dba Aevenia of Moorhead, MN in the amount of $409,515.47.  Roll was called and vote was as follows, AYES:  Simonson, Walker and Lancaster.  NAYS:  none.  ABSENT:  Schneider and Johnson.  Motion carried whereupon Mayor Elbert declared Resolution No. 2015-15 duly adopted.

Council reviewed a memo from Mike Flannegan of Shamrock Recycling which stated his interest in serving the community of Whittemore by processing their recyclable materials after the close of operations by Horizon’s Unlimited of Emmetsburg at the end of 2015.  The Clerk was asked to contact Mr. Flannegan, along with anyone else who expresses an interest in providing said service to the City of Whittemore, and inform them that the City will review proposals for this recycling service at a future meeting to be announced at a later date.
There being no further business, Mayor Elbert declared the July 20, 2015 Special (12:00 Noon) Meeting of the Whittemore City Council adjourned at 12:12 p.m.
