MINUTES OF THE PROCEEDINGS OF THE

SPECIAL MEETING OF THE

CITY COUNCIL OF WHITTEMORE, IOWA
Tuesday, March 21, 2017 – 5:30 P.M.
The Council of the City of Whittemore, Iowa, met in special session on Tuesday, March 21, 2017 at 5:30 P.M. in the Chambers of City Hall with Mayor Elbert presiding.  Members present were Simonson, Schneider, Johnson, Walker and Lancaster.  Members absent:  none.  Others in attendance included Tom and Marilyn Johnstone, Cathie Richter, James Zinnel and Bryan Meyer.

There were no citizens present to be heard during the “Public Comments” portion of this meeting.

Tom and Marilyn Johnstone introduced themselves as prospective business owners interested in opening a meat processing plant/locker in Whittemore.  Since Bill and Cathie Richter retired at the end of February, 2017, their former place of business known as “Whittemore Frozen Foods” at 410 Broad Street is vacant.  Mr. and Mrs. Johnstone spent the afternoon in Whittemore surveying several different locations in the downtown business district and at this meeting they appeared before the Council seeking assurance that water and sewer services would be made available to them should they decide to undertake the project of bringing such a business back to Whittemore.

After further discussion, motion was made by Simonson and seconded by Schneider to grant water and sewer utility services to Tom and Marilyn Johnstone for the purpose of starting a meat processing/locker plant within the B-2 Business District of Whittemore, Iowa.  Vote was all AYES; motion carried.  

Clerk Farrell also provided “Urban Revitalization” and “New Business Utility Incentive” information to Tom and Marilyn Johnstone.  

Supt. Meyer presented bids to the Council for review and consideration to replace the City’s current CASE pay loader; no action was taken at this time and the topic will be placed on the April 4, 2017 regular meeting agenda for further discussion.
It was announced that the Whittemore Community Betterment Club will host a regular meeting on March 27 beginning at 6:00 p.m. in the American Legion Hall.  Discussion will include the upcoming April 15 “Easter Egg Hunts” and the July 24 “RAGBRAI” event.  Anyone interested in helping with or having ideas regarding RAGBRAI should plan on attending this important meeting.

There being no further business to come before the Council, Mayor Elbert declared the March 21, 2017 Special Meeting adjourned at 6:05 p.m.
