MINUTES OF THE PROCEEDINGS OF THE

Wednesday, July 11, 2018 – 6:30 p.m.

The Council of the City of Whittemore, Iowa met in Special Session on Wednesday, July 11, 2018 at 6:30 p.m. in the Chambers of City Hall at 315 Fourth Street, Whittemore, Iowa with Mayor Elbert presiding.  Council members present were Simonson, Johnson, Walker and Lancaster.  Members absent:  Schneider.  Others in attendance included Jon Garcia and James Zinnel.  
As Kortney Lentsch, a 2018 Co-Manager at the Swimming Pool, has given her two-week notice to quit and her last day will be Tuesday, July 17, Council set a wage of $9.00 per hour to be paid to anyone serving as an “Assistant Manager” to Mariah Mogler for the remainder of the 2018 season.  
Clerk Farrell spoke of receiving a telephone call recently from a citizen inquiring why the City of Whittemore doesn’t spray for mosquitos.  Staff offered the caller the response, and Council concurs, municipal workers have not made it a practice to spray for mosquitos in the past because to effectively stay ahead of the pests, spraying would be required to take place every seven days; the City does not budget for such a large expense nor, does it possess the manpower or equipment to do early-evening work.

At 6:45 PM motion was made by Simonson and seconded by Lancaster to enter into CLOSED SESSION to conduct the annual municipal employee reviews/evaluations.  Vote was all AYES; motion carried.  Employees available for tonight’s session included Jon Garcia, James Zinnel and Linda K. Farrell.
Upon motions by Walker and Johnson, and by unanimous vote of the Council in attendance, officials returned to OPEN SESSION at approximately 8:00 p.m.

There being no further business to come before the Council, Mayor Elbert declared the July 11, 2018 Special Meeting adjourned at 8:00 p.m.
