MINUTES OF THE PROCEEDINGS OF THE

SPECIAL COUNCIL MEETING OF THE

CITY OF WHITTEMORE, IOWA

Tuesday, January 15, 2019 – 6:30 p.m.

This meeting was opened with the recitation of the “Pledge of Allegiance”.
The Council of the City of Whittemore, Iowa met in Special Session on Tuesday, January 15, 2019 at 6:30 p.m. in the Chambers of City Hall at 315 Fourth Street, Whittemore, Iowa with Mayor Elbert presiding.  Council members present were Simonson, Schneider, Johnson, Walker and Lancaster.  Members absent:  none.  Others in attendance for a portion of the meeting included Jonathan Garcia.
At 6:31 p.m. motion was made by Walker and seconded by Schneider to enter into CLOSED SESSION for an employee-related matter.  Vote was all AYES; motion carried.

At 7:55 p.m. motion was made by Simonson and seconded by Lancaster to return to OPEN SESSION.  Decision pertaining to CLOSED SESSION discussion:  Due to off-duty personal actions by an employee, he has been assigned employment probation effective immediately through May 1, 2019.   Continuing education and certification class registrations to remain in place as scheduled.  Roll was called and vote was as follows, AYES:  Simonson, Schneider, Johnson, Walker and Lancaster.  NAYS:  none.  Motion carried.
Mayor Elbert spoke of a request received today from local EMT staff addressing the potential need for Supt. Zinnel to assist the Whittemore Ambulance Service in situations when they need a vehicle driver due to lack of response or availability of emergency personnel to answer the call.  Council approved and deemed said action necessary should such a situation arise again in the future.
Also, Mayor Elbert reported on a conversation he had with St. Michael’s Catholic Church board member Harry Bormann; the parish board is considering converting the parking lot and roadway on the south side of the Parish Center to ONE-WAY passage, allowing west to east traffic only.  As the former City alleyway was abandoned many years ago and is now considered to be private property, the Council sees no problem with the Board taking measures to control parking and travel through said area.  Directional signage and reimbursement for such costs can also be coordinated through the City of Whittemore.
There being no further business to come before the Council, Mayor Elbert declared the January 15, 2019 Special Meeting adjourned at 8:00 P.M.
