Before the start of the meeting everyone recited the “Pledge of Allegiance”.  

The Council of the City of Whittemore, Iowa met in Special Session on Monday, April 6, 2026 at 6:20 p.m. in the Chambers of City Hall at 315 Fourth Street, Whittemore, Iowa with Mayor Elbert presiding.  Council present were Simonson, Schneider, Walker, Kollasch and (via telephone conference call) Johnson. Members absent: none.  Also in attendance was Deputy City Clerk Jordan Allen-Walker and Supt. James Zinnel.

At 6:20 p.m. Mayor Elbert opened the PUBLIC HEARING for the City of Whittemore’s “Proposed Property Tax Levy” for the FY2027 Budget.  Notice of such was published in the Thursday, March 26, 2026 edition of the “West Bend Journal”.  Proposed FY2027 Property Tax Levy is $16.53793 per $1,000 valuation, down slightly from the FY2026 property tax levy of $16.83153 per $1,000 on the first $100,000 valuation of a property.  Any extra cost for City of Whittemore property taxes this year can be attributed to an increase in property valuation.

There were no taxpayers present to be heard for or against said proposal.  

Motion was made by Schneider and seconded Walker to close the PUBLIC HEARING at 6:25 p.m.  Vote was all AYES; motion carried.

Per State of Iowa directive, this “Special Meeting” was held for the single purpose of a PUBLIC HEARING for the Proposed Property Tax Levy for FY2027.  There being no further business, Mayor Elbert declared the April 6, 2026 Special Meeting adjourned at 6:25 p.m.
