MINUTES OF THE PROCEEDINGS OF THE

SPECIAL COUNCIL MEETING OF THE

CITY OF WHITTEMORE, IOWA

Monday, April 20, 2026 –  6:30 p.m.

Before the start of the meeting everyone recited the “Pledge of Allegiance”.  

The Council of the City of Whittemore, Iowa met in Special Session on Monday, April 20, 20256 at 6:30 p.m. in the Chambers of City Hall at 315 Fourth Street, Whittemore, Iowa with Mayor Elbert presiding.  Council present were Simonson, Schneider, Walker and Lancaster.. Members absent:  Johnson. 

At 6:30 PM Mayor Elbert opened a Public Hearing on the Proposed FY2027 Budget.  Notice of such hearing was published in the April 16, 2026 edition of the West Bend Journal.  There being no members of the public present to be heard for or against the FY2027 Budget as published, motion was made by Walker and seconded by Schneider to close said hearing at 6:35 p.m.  Vote was all AYES; motion carried. 

After further discussion and review, as presented by Clerk Farrell, Resolution No. 2026-10, a Resolution Adopting said FY2027 Budget for the City of Whittemore was introduced.  Motion was made by Simonson and seconded by Kollasch to approve Resolution No. 2026-10 to Adopt FY2027 Budget for the City of Whittemore as presented. Roll was called and vote was as follows:  Simonson, AYE; Schneider, AYE; Walker, AYE; and Kollasch, AYE.  NAYS:  none.  ABSENT:  Johnson.  Motion carried, whereupon Mayor Elbert declared Resolution No. 2026-10 duly adopted.  Mayor Elbert then signed the “Adoption of Budget and Certification of City Taxes” for inclusion in filing budget forms with the Iowa Department of Management and the Kossuth County Auditor before the April 30, 2026 deadline.

Council reviewed an email from Farm & Home Services insurance agent Matt Muller giving numbers related to possibly cutting costs associated with the linebacker policy and the automobile and larger-vehicle deductibles under the insurance umbrella.  The overall savings amounted to $241.  Upon further consideration, motion was made by Simonson and seconded by Schneider to leave all deductibles as originally quoted by Muller, thereby not changing anything as a result of this discussion.  Vote was all AYES; motion carried.
There being no further business to come before the Council, Mayor Elbert declared the April 20, 2026 Special Meeting adjourned at 6:40 p.m.
