ORDINANCE NO. 210

AN ORDINANCE AMENDING TITLE VII, Chapter 7-1-1 “ELECTRIC UTILITY”.

BE IT ENACTED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF WHITTEMORE, IOWA:

SECTION 1.  The City Code of Whittemore, Iowa, 2023, is amended by repealing all previous ordinances pertaining to “Electric Utility Rates”, and is adopted in lieu thereof:

7-1-1 
SERVICE RULES AND REGULATION.  The rules and regulations for service are contained in the Municipal Electric Utility of the City of Whittemore Tariff, on file with the Iowa State Commerce Commission.  Also, an official copy of the rules and regulations as adopted is now on file in the office of the clerk.  The rules and regulations contained therein shall apply to all users of the municipal electric system.

7-1-2
RATES.   The rates for electric service shall be as follows, with the city reserving the right to adjust rates to reflect supplier increases.

Residential Service


APPLICABLE TO:


Residential customers for all domestic uses in single-family dwellings and individually metered apartments 
with the service territory of City of Whittemore Municipal Electric Utility.  This class also includes the 
Whittemore Housing Units.


This schedule includes the use of motors of not more than five (5) horsepower individual capacity; water 
heating units not exceeding 5kW simultaneous capacity; and space heating and air conditioning.


SERVICE AVAILABLE:


Single-phase, 60 Hertz, 120/240 volt, 400 amp max., 3-wire, single meter.


MONTHLY RATE:



Customer Charge (no kWh)


$13.45




plus



Energy Charge  All kWh

SALES TAX:


Sales tax to be added to all electric bills so as to be in compliance with the provisions of the laws of the 
State of Iowa.


PROMPT PAYMENT PROVISIONS:


All charges are net.  The monthly bills for all utility services shall be mailed on or about the 5th day of the 
following month.  Bills shall be due and payable by the 20th of the month.  Those bills not paid by that date 
shall be increased by ten (10%) percent.  That bill must be paid in full before any payment may be 
accredited to any consequent bills.

Small Commercial:


APPLICABLE TO:


Any commercial or industrial load within the service territory of City of Whittemore Municipal Electric 
Utility, with a monthly usage exceeding 5,000 kWh no more than twice in any twelve-month period, for all 
purposes.  Service may be single or three phase.


SERVICE AVAILABLE:


Single-phase, 60 Hertz, 120/240 volt, 400 amp max., 3-wire, single meter; or three-phase, 60 Hertz, at 
available voltages and configurations.


MONTHLY RATE:



Customer Charge (no kWh)


$13.45

Energy Charge   All kWh

SALES TAX:


Sales tax to be added to all electric bills so as to be in compliance with the provisions of the laws of the 
State of Iowa.


PROMPT PAYMENT PROVISIONS:


All charges are net.  The monthly bills for all utility services shall be mailed on or about the 5th day of the 
following month.  Bills shall be due and payable by the 20th of the month.  Those bills not paid by that date 
shall be increased by ten (10%) percent.  That bill must be paid in full before any payment may be 
accredited to any consequent bills.

Large Commercial Service:


APPLICABLE TO:


Any commercial or industrial load within the City of Whittemore Municipal Electric Utility service 
territory, with monthly usage that exceeds 5,000 kWh more than two times in any twelve-month period, for 
all purposes.


SERVICE AVAILABLE:


Three-phase, 60 Hertz, 240/120 V, 208 Y/120V, or 480 Y/277 V, 4-wire.  Special voltages may be 
provided at the discretion of the utility.  Utility furnishes only one transformer bank and/or one meter.

Customer Charge (no kWh)

METERED DEMAND:


The metered demand for any month shall be the maximum kilowatt demand established by the consumer 
for any fifteen-minute interval during the month as indicated or recorded by a demand meter.


POWER FACTOR ADJUSTMENT:


If the customer’s average monthly power factor falls below 90%, leading or lagging, the utility may adjust 
the metered demand by the ratio of 90% to the measured average monthly power factor in percent.  
Example:



Metered Demand = 739 kW



Ave. Mo. Power Factor = 73.0%



Ratio = 90/73 = 1.2329



Adjusted Demand = (739)(1.2329) = 911 kW


ADJUSTED DEMAND:


The adjusted demand consists of the metered demand adjusted for power factor, if applicable.


BILLING DEMAND:


The demand to be billed shall be the adjusted demand for the month but not less than 50% of the highest 
adjusted demand during the preceding 11 months.


SALES TAX:


Sales tax to be added to all electric bills so as to be in compliance with the provisions of the laws of the 
State of Iowa.


PROMPT PAYMENT PROVISIONS:


All charges are net.  The monthly bills for all utility services shall be mailed on or about the 5th day of the 
following month.  Bills shall be due and payable by the 20th of the month.  Those bills not paid by that date 
shall be increased by ten (10%) percent.  That bill must be paid in full before any payment may be 
accredited to any consequent bills.

Street Lighting


APPLICABLE TO:


All energy associated with furnishing of street lighting by City of Whittemore Municipal Electric Utility.


SERVICE AVAILABLE:


Single-phase, 60 Hertz, 120/240 volt, 2 or 3-wire, or as otherwise available.


MONTHLY RATE:



Customer Charge (no kWh)


$23.53




plus



Energy Charge     All kWh



10.8 cents

Farm Customers


All customers who reside outside of the city limits of City of Whittemore and who are served by the City of 
Whittemore Municipal Electric Utility on one of its “Farm Lines” shall be charged an additional Customer 
Charge equal to $15.00 per month, to reflect the additional cost to serve those customers.

Re-Connect Fee


Every potential customer shall be $15.00 connect fee if service was disconnected by previous customer.

SECTION 2.  REPEALER.  All ordinances or parts of ordinances in conflict with the provision of this ordinance shall be adjudged invalid or unconstitutional; such adjudication shall not affect the validity of the ordinance as a whole, or any section, provision or part thereof not adjudged invalid or unconstitutional.

SECTION 3.  SEVERABILITY CLAUSE.  If any section, provision or part of this ordinance shall be adjudged invalid or unconstitutional, such adjudication shall not affect the validity of the ordinance as a whole, or any section, provision or part thereof not adjudged invalid or unconstitutional.

SECTION 4.  WHEN EFFECTIVE.  This ordinance shall be in effect starting with the June, 2024 bills which are due on or before July 20, 2024.
