ORDINANCE NO. 206
AN ORDINANCE AMENDING THE CODE OF ORDINANCES FOR THE CITY OF WHITTEMORE, IOWA, TITLE VI, CHAPTER 5, SECTION 6-5-10, REFUSE COLLECTION RATES:

BE IT ENACTED by the City Council of the City of Whittemore, Iowa:

SECTION 1.
SECTION MODIFIED.  6-5-10 of the Code of Ordinances of the City of Whittemore, Iowa, is repealed and the following is adopted in lieu thereof.  REFUSE COLLECTION RATES.  It shall be mandatory for all premises (residential, rural, business and apartment units) to pay the minimum fee as specified in 6-5-10 (2)(a) whether the service is used or not.

1.
Container Specifications.  Waste Storage containers shall comply with the following specifications:

Each premise shall be required to bag all solid waste materials, and the following criteria shall apply:


(a)
Only the color-coded “City of Whittemore” bags will be picked up.


(b)
Any item not enclosed in the approved bags will be assessed a surcharge dependent upon 



the specific item.


(c)
No appliances shall be collected.

2.
Schedule of Fees.  The fees for solid waste collection and disposal service and recycling, used or available, are:


a.
All premises (residential, rural, business and apartment units):  $14.98 per month for monthly refuse collection service and the collection consisting of approved color-coded “City of Whittemore” bags.  Approved bags will consist of two (2) sizes and will be as follows:




13 gallon (40 pound limit) – $0.50 each




33 gallon (40 pound limit) - $1.00 each

Current Commercial/Business recycling charges shall apply to individual businesses who indicate they wish to participate in the once-a-month Commercial Collection (Recycling) Program.


b.
Color-coded “City of Whittemore” bags will be available for purchase at City Hall and designated local businesses during regular business hours.


c.
Dumpsters rented on a “per dump” basis by residents for small construction, clean-out or other occasional out-of-the-ordinary projects to be charged $50.00 per dump.  


d.
Commercial Dumpsters.  $35.00 per month, with extra dumps billed as determined by the Director of Public Works and approved by the City Council.


e.
Large Commercial and/or Industrial rates set by Council as follows:




Balchem/Albion Labs (509-515 Broad Street):  $500.00 per week




Whittemore Feeders (106 Fifth Street):  $75.00 per week


f.
Any item collected that is not enclosed in an approved bag will be assessed a surcharge determined by the individual item.

SECTION 2.  
REPEALER.  All ordinances or parts of ordinances in conflict with the provisions of this ordinances are hereby repealed.

SECTION 3.  
SEVERABILITY CLAUSE.  If any section, provision or part of this ordinance shall be adjudged invalid or unconstitutional, such adjudication shall not affect the validity of the ordinance as a whole or any section, provision or part thereof not adjudged invalid or unconstitutional.

SECTION 4.
WHEN EFFECTIVE.  This ordinance shall be in effect from and after March 7, 2023 and its final passage, approval and publication as provided by law.
